If the vendor has paid for vendor space, there will be no additional charge for outdoor space.  Please let us know the pieces you will be displaying outside.  All indoor displays will be secured at night.  If security is required for outside displays, they will need to be moved to the hotel parking lot at night.  Equipment must remain on paved surfaces.
