· ISP HAZMAT Operations for Law Enforcement: Discussion about the requirements of Law Enforcement through State Statutes, LERA and IDAPA.     ISP Brandon Bake and FST Instructor Rick Reddy are working on HAZMAT Training for Law Enforcement/ISP. Intention to make the class and training for future ISP Trainers.

· 1403 Live Fire/ Instructor II / 1403 Lead Instructor Work Group. Travis Myklebust is helping to develop curriculum.  Hybrid training options. He attended IFSI 1403 Lead Live Fire Instructor Training recently. New NFPA requires an Instructor II level training for Live Fire Lead Instructor. FST will work on putting together a work group to review the 1403 Live Fire Lead Instructor and 1403 Live Fire curriculum. This new program will correct the gap between 1403 2012 and 2018 edistions. Recent events across the country establish the importance of proper 1403 compliance.  Travis, Dustin Mirmontazeri, Ben Doman, Keith Weissenfels and Mike Mather will be part of the work group.

·  Driver-Operator-Newest Edition is out.  Waiting for IFSAC Correlation to Validate.  Will utilize Zoom Group Meetings for Test Validation.  Working on Task Book Skills Testing. 
· HAZMAT TESTING-
· HAZMAT Ops Skill Test: As discussed previously, skills dropped from 2 to 1 skill.  Now all HAZMAT Levels will have 1 skill.  HMA, HMO Core, MSC 9.2, 9.3, 9.4 and 9.6 will have a tested skill. Since 9.2 and 9.6 are required for FF1, 3 skills are tested during an HMO Test
· Lead Evaluator Coordination/Upcoming Testing Events: 13/ 6 in April, 4 in May and 3 in June.
· Steve Berg and FST Evaluators conducted HMA/HMO and all MSC 9.2-9.6 at Timberlake.  Event was setup by 0900.  They skill tested 23 students by 2:30 pm.  4 Fail Ops Core.  
· Fire Officer 2 and 3 IFSAC Tests were accepted by IFSAC Site Review.  Testing is tentative to begin this summer.
· Evaluator Survey sent out to establish a good contact list of Evaluators for testing.  This list will also assist with establishing evaluators for new testing levels Driver/Operator Mobile Water Supply and Aerial.  Many in the field have these levels from other states to qualify.
· Dustin M asked about Evaluator Training.  In the past FST had conducted training.  Cindy is working on conducting training sessions for Evaluators soon.  She wiil also work with Travis Myklebust to create more trainings in N Idaho.  Intentions of doing the same in E Idaho. 
· Current Evaluators are Mentored only. Intend to develop some Online Evaluator Training.
